* West Wisconsin Land Trust does not do teambuilding programs.  However, cooperative games and initiatives are often used in the classes.  

Example: Deer/wolf Tag.  One wolf is “it” and tosses a beanbag at the rest of the group, which represents deer.  Once a deer is tagged with the beanbag, that deer becomes a wolf.  The catch is that the wolf may not move its feet while holding the beanbag.  This forces the wolves to use teamwork as they pass the beanbag to each other.  Processing: Pack hunting techniques, communication between wolves, behavioral and physical adaptations, or wherever the discussion leads.
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
